MINUTES - November 7, 1962 

The Clerk read the minutes of the meeting held on November 7, 1962 and the Chairman asked i f  there 
were any corrections or objections t o  the minutes as  read. M r .  Tallman, referring t o  the statement made by 
him on Page 8, said tha t  there was more t o  his statement than appeared i n  the minutes. He had a lso  said he 
thought the County should cut down on non-essential spending so tha t  County employees would be able t o  
enjoy a raise  i n  the future. 

The Chairman said tha t  the portion of the minutes referring t o  the next meeting of the Board should 
have read as follows: "1t was suggested t h a t  the next meeting of the Board of Supervisors be held on Decem- 
ber 10, 1962". 



Mayor Levine s tated tha t  the motion t o  receive the reports of the Finance Committee meetings of 
October 12 and 26, 1962, shown on Page 7 of the minutes, was made by M r .  Ray Brandenburg. 

There being no other objections or corrections, the Chairman ordered the minutes approved as 
corrected. 

The Chairman reminded the members of the Board of the meeting of the Michigan State Association 
of Supervisors tha t  is  being held i n  Lansing on January 22, 23 and 24, 1963, and said it was important that  
any members planning t o  attend notify M r .  Bennett r ight  away. 

A l e t t e r  was received from M r .  W. R. Anderson, Highway Engineer for  the Macab County Road Cum- 
mission, s ta t ing  tha t  he had been assured tha t  the Road Camnission would have an answer regarding the i r  appli- 
cation t o  the Housing and Hcune Finance AgenCy f o r  $311J000.00 worth of bridge construction on County local  
roads. 

A report from the Judge of Probate was received l i s t i n g  eighteen (18) patients i n  Glen Eden and 
f ive ( 5 )  a t  St. Clair Hospital. The Chairman suggested tha t  the Legislative Committee propose tha t  the 
State reimburse the C m t y  for  those patients who cannot get in to  State I.Iospitals. 

The C h a i m  received a l e t t e r  from Senator Hubert H. Humphry s ta t ing  tha t  he wss going t o  re- 
introduce the Youth hployment Opportunities Act. The Chairman stated tha t  it was sound legislation. 

A l e t t e r  was received from the State  Tax Conmission giving the r e a l  and personal property 
assessment f o r  the year 1962. 

M r .  Kalahar said he had written a l e t t e r  t o  the Federal C m c a t i o n s  Commission asking them t o  
give consideration t o  the request made by Radio Station WBRB t o  broadcast continuously on an A.M. frequency. 

The Clerk read a l e t t e r  received frm Governor-Elect George Romney thanking the Board of Super- 
visors f o r  the i r  wire of congratulations and t h e i r  offer of assistance t o  h i m .  

The Clerk read a l e t t e r  fram M r .  Paul M. Reid, Executive Director of the Detroit Metropolitan 
Area Regional Planning Conmission, s ta t ing  tha t  the Governor had appointed or reappointed the following t o  
the Conmission: Mrs. Mildred Stark, E a r l  J. Tallman, Merlin E. Damon, Walter E. Neumann and Louis A. W e n .  

The Clerk read a card of appreciation received from the family of Abla M. Blaberg.

Motion by L. Jackson supported by Brannan tha t  the committee recommend that  a l l  assessing 
uni ts  submit t o  the Equalization Department the i r  State Tax Commission form No, 22, before 
they are mailed t o  the s ta te .  This recommendation i s  made s o  tha t  the valuations i n  the 
Department .of Equalization w i l l  agree with the information furnished the s ta te .  Motion 
carried.

Conunittee discussed the recent election held t o  authorize establishment of a 
Farmers ' Market. 

The committee i s  s t i l l  interested i n  the establishment of a market fo r  the dis- 
t r ibut ion of farm fresh vegetables. The City of Mount Clemens has recently become 
interested i n  a market fo r  the ci ty .  The information secured by the county could be 
made available t o  the ci ty .  

Motion by Valerio supported by Dobry that the subcommittee be authorized t o  meet with 
the M t .  Clemens Area Development Cormnittee t o  discuss proposed market. Motion carried. 

The Board of Supervisors i n  October, 1961, approved the remendat ion  of the Budget 
Camnittee tha t  arrangements be made t o  cease farm operations on the county farm not 
l a t e r  than December, 1964. The matter was then referred t o  the Agriculture Committee. 

The Agriculture Conunittee agreed i n  June, 1962, t o  meet with the Social Welfare Board 
and the Cooperative Extension Director t o  arrange a schedule f o r  the discontinuance 
of operation. The committee met with M r .  Rosso, representing the Social  Welfare Board 
ahd M r .  Prescott t o  discuss the most feasible time t o  discontinue farm operations. 
After discussion, it was decided tha t  it should be done i n  the spring of the year and 
the ~quipment and livestock not needed disposed of by public auction. 

Motion by Koss supported by Toles tha t  the committee recommend t o  the Board tha t  the 
Social Welfare Board be instructed t o  discontinue farm operations by the spring of 
1963 and tha t  the Agriculture Committee and the Social Welfare Board be authorized t o  
dispose of, by public auction, the livestock and equipment not needed fo r  general 
maintenance of the property. Motion carried. 

Motion by Mrs. Valerio supported by Koss tha t  the meeting adjourn. Motion carried.

BUDGET CaMMITlTEE MEETING - December 7, 1962 

The Clerk read the report of the Budget Camnittee meeting held on December 7, 1962, Motion by 
Stark supported by Levine tha t  the report be received, f i l e d  and reccmnnendations adopted. Ayes a l l  - 
nays none. Motion carried and the report follows: 

A t  a meeting of the Budget CorrPuittee held on December 7, 1962, the following members 
were present: 

Carls-Chairman, Stark, Inwood, Eisele, Steinhauser, Monks, Buss, Levine, Kalahar. 

C d t e e  met with Aaron Burr, Register of Deeds, and his deputy, Raymond Craig. 
They presented t o  the committee t h e i r  program f o r  establishing a microfilming system i n  
the office of the Register of Deeds. 

It i s  planned t o  microfilm the current work dai ly  and as  time permits, f i lm a l l  of the 
older records. The equipment needed fo r  this project would amount t o  approximately 
$17,500. It was suggested by M r .  Burr, however, tha t  it might be possible a t  present 
t o  lease a camera which costs $6,750. The price f o r  leasing i s  $140 per month, which 
can be applied a t  a l a t e r  date t o  the purchase price. 

To establ ish the new system, additional employees w i l l  be required. M r .  Burr requested 
the following:

This w i l l  require a net increase t o  the budget, based on m a x i m  salar ies ,  of $11,514. 
An item of $15,000 was l i s t e d  i n  the 1963 budget fo r  th i s  program. The additional appro- 
priation t o  be transferred from the contingency account. 

Motion by Levine sppported by Eisele tha t  the cormnittee recommend t o  the Board tha t  the 
Register of Deeds be authorized t o  proceed with the program of microfilming records i n  
his  department, with an estimated cost fo r  necessary equipment of $11,000, not including 
the camera which is t o  be rented a t  present: and further,  t ha t  the Register of Deeds 
submit t o  the committee a l i s t i n g  from the companies furnishing equipment, sharing the 
exact cost and description thereof, and tha t  the Register of Deeds be authorized t o  add 
t o  h i s  department the personnel requested, i f  and when the microfilming program i s  
started. Motion carried. 

D r .  Stryker appeared before the committee and asked fo r  an adjustment i n  the budget fo r  
the Alcoholic Information Center. He requested tha t  the salary of the Director be changed 
from a maximum of $5,500 t o  $6,000, the additional $500 t o  be deducted from the expense 
account, the t o t a l  budget t o  remain the same. 

Motion by Mrs. Stark supported by Buss t h a t  the request of D r .  Stryker be granted. Motion 
carried. 

The Controller presented t o  the committee a suggested change i n  the basic annual leave 
regulations. It was suggested tha t  38/100 of a day be a l l w e d  fo r  each bi-weekly pay 
period instead of 112 day and t h a t  57/100 of a day be a l l w e d  i n  place of 314 of a day 
a f t e r  an employee has worked ten consecutive years fo r  the county. TNs change is  re- 
commended t o  avoid d i f f i cu l t i e s  tha t  have arisen under the present system. The employees 
can s t i l l  accumulate ten or f i f t een  working days annually, depending upon h i s  t o t a l  service 
fo r  the county. 

Motion by Buss supported by Inwood tha t  the committee recommend t o  the Board t h a t  the basic 
annual leave-sick leave regulations be changed as per attached amendment. Motion carried. 

Motion was made t o  adjourn. Motion carried.

PROPOSED CHANGES I N  THE BASIC ANNUAL LEAVE - SICK LEAVE RECNIATIONS 

Paragraph 3 under Basic Annual Leave t o  read as follows: 

Every f u l l  time employee s h a l l  be en t i t led  t o  annual leave of 381100 
of a day fo r  each completed bi-weekly pay period, t o  a l imi t  of ten 
work days annually. After ten  CONSECUTlVE years of service, a f u l l  
time employee i s  en t i t led  t o  annual leave of 571100 of a day fo r  each 
completed bi-weekly pay period t o  a l imit  of f i f teen  work days annually. 
Leave days may be accumulated t o  t h i r t y  work days. 

Effective January 1, 1963. 

BUILDING CCMMITTEE MEETING - November 30, 1962 

The Clerk read the report of the Building Cormnittee meeting held on November 30, 1962. Motion by 
Evans supported by Buss tha t  the report be received, f i l e d  and recmendat ions adopted. After some discussion, 
a voice vote was taken and the Chair ruled tha t  there were more ayes than nays. Motion carried and the report 
f o l l m s  : 

A t  a meeting of the Building Conunittee held on November 30, 1962, the following members 
were present: 

Lundy-Chairman, Biehl, Weymouth, R. Brandenburg, Clark, McGrath, Snyder, C. Brandenburg, 
Kalahar . 
M r .  Rowden, Director of the Planning Commission, met with the conrmittee. 

The Board of Supervisors, a t  i ts  meeting of November 7, authorized t h i s  committee t o  
negotiate with the c i t y  fo r  the purchase of property adjacent t o  the County Building, 
subject t o  the f i n a l  approval of the Board. 

A l e t t e r  received from the City Manager was read t o  the cananittee. This l e t t e r  s e t  
for th cer tain suggestions and recmendat ions covering the property t o  be acquired. It 
w i l l  be necessary for  the cormnittee t o  submit an offer  t o  the c i t y  fo r  the amount of 
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property needed. Macomb Street  w i l l  be vacated a f t e r  the urban renewal property has been 
secured and the south half of the s t r e e t  w i l l  automatically revert  t o  the county. This 
w i l l  represent an area of approximately 5,000 square feet .  

The Conunittee agreed tha t  the county should purchase additional property mounting t o  
approximately 32,420 square fee t ,  which would include the north 1/2 of the present 
Macamb Street.  It i s  the recmendat ion  of the committee tha t  the county should offer 
$1.00 per square foot fo r  t h i s  property. It i s  agreed, however, t ha t  no def in i te  offer 
w i l l  be made u n t i l  the urban renewal authori t ies  submit t o  the committee a sketch showing 
the area containing approximately the number of square f e e t  l i s t e d  above, which w i l l  f i t  
i n to  the urban renewal plans, and also a lega l  description of said property. 

The Controller discussed with the committee the ins ta l la t ion  of a d i rec t  alarm system 
from the automatic f i r e  control a t  the County Youth Hane t o  the Mount Clemens Fire  De- 
partment. 

Motion by Clark supported by C. Brandenburg the committee authorize the ins ta l la t ion  of 
the f i r e  alarm system between the Youth Home and the Fire Department as outlined. Motion 
carried. 

Proposed addition t o  Youth Home f a c i l i t i e s :  

Report was received from the special  committee appointed t o  meet with the Probate Judges. 
The conunittee reported on the following items: building location and size,  f eas ib i l i t y  of 
locating Probate C o u r t  i n  the new building. There w i l l  be no d i f f i cu l ty  i n  operating the 
Probate Court a t  the new location but there would be some inconvenience t o  lawyers and 
t h e i r  c l ients  by not having the Probate Court i n  the County Building. 

The Building Committee i s  of the opinion that  space needed i n  the County Building could be 
furnished quicker by t h i s  relocation, which can be done with flmds available a t  the present. 
An annex t o  the County Building cannot be accomplished u n t i l  some time i n  the future. 

Motion by Biehl supported by Clark t h a t  the committee, based upon the information furnished 
it, proceed t o  draw preliminary plans fo r  a cmbined Juvenile and Probate C w t  Building t o  
be adjacent t o  the pre8ent Youth Home. Motion carried. 

The Board of Supervisors, a t  i t s  meeting on October 15, authorized the committee t o  prepare 
preliminary plans. 

Motion by McGrath supported by R. Brandenburg tha t  the Planning Canmission be requested t o  
make a space needs study of the Youth Home and administrative offices t o  update the 1957 
report. Motion carried. 

Motion was made t o  adjourn. Motion carried.

Hospitalization fo r  T B patients - Increase s t a t e  contribution t o  equal 5 6  of the s tate-  
wide average per-patient-day cost. 

Social Welfare - To agree tha t  there should be a study of the present formula with a 
possible revision, taking in to  consideration the possibi l i ty  of a more equal dis t r ibut ion 
of the s t a t e  payments t o  countfes. A resolution was introduced i n  the l a s t  Legislature 
t o  have a complete study of a l l  welfare operations. This resolution was not approved. 

Fees collected by County Departments - Legislation t o  revise the present fee sehedules 
i n  the various county departments so  tha t  fees charged would be more i n  l i ne  with the 
costs incurred. 

Recording of Sales - That any governmental uni t  acquiring property must notify the assess- 
ing off icers  or record the deed pr ior  t o  December 31 of the year of acquisition. 
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Municipal C o u r t  - I n  counties of 400,000 population and over permit the establishment of 
municipal court. 

Special Education Funds - Legislation t o  permit the Boards of Education t o  reimburse the 
county fo r  treatment given i n  special  cases by departments other than the Special Education 
Department. 

Regional Planning Conrmission - $100,000 f o r  matching Grants-in-Aid from State. NO one 
ccnmnission t o  receive i n  excess of $25,000/~ear. 

Prohibit Municipal Income Tax - From being levied on other than the i r  own residents. 

Mobile Homes - Subject t o  general tax laws. 

Motion was made t o  adjourn. Motion carried.

Mayor Eisele gave a br ief  report on the Regional Conference on "Action f o r  Mental ~ e a l t h "  tha t  was 
held i n  Chicago. Among other things, he s tated tha t  Mental Health is  the No. 1 problem i n  the United States 
and tha t  there is  something lacking i n  follow-up care for  patients.  He said t h a t  it was a very enlightening 
conference. 

M r .  T h m s  Welsh, Drain Commissioner, appeared before the Board and gave each of the Supervisors 
a copy of the Annual Report of the Drain Commission office.  He said he would be a t  the next meeting of the 
Board t o  answer any questions they might have a f t e r  studying the report. 

The Clerk read a l e t t e r  received from Mr .  W i l l i a m  F. Jewell, Regional Coordinator f o r  the Lake 
States Region of the Area Redevelopment Administration, urging Macomb County t o  establ ish an Overall Economic 

c"- Development Program Committee a t  the e a r l i e s t  possible time. The Chairman s ta ted  tha t  he could see no reason 
fo r  a new committee being formed as Macomb County has, through the Inter-County Association and the Planning 
Committee, worked out a good program. M r .  Steffens suggested t h a t  the matter be tabled u n t i l  the January 

L meeting. 

The Chairman called fo r  nominations f o r  members t o  f i l l  expiring terms on the following Boards: 
Health Board, Library Board and Planning Ccmunission. Motion by Mrs. Stark supported by Koss t o  re-appoint 
the same members since a l l  were willing t o  serve again. Motion by Rmley that the nominations be closed. 
The secretary cast  an unanimous ba l lo t  and the following members were reappointed t o  the i r  same positions: 

HEALTH BOARD: D r .  P. T. Mulllgan - f ive ( 5 )  year term. 

LIBRARY BOARD: Ralph Beaufait - four (4 )  year term. 

PLANIIING COMMISSION: Glen H. Peters, Conley 0. Bacon and Fred Jo l ly  - Three ( 3 )  year terms. 

M r .  Geer stated tha t  the Inter-County Pollution Committee was going t o  undertake the study of water 
pollution and i ts hazards i n  regard t o  inland lakes. He asked the Supervisors t o  contact t h e i r  loca l  of f i -  
c i a l s  as t o  the problems confronting them i n  t h e i r  locale. This information, when given t o  the Committee, 
would aid them i n  presenting proper legis lat ion i n  the coming year. 

The Chairman asked the Board what amount they desired t o  al locate  f o r  Christmas presents t o  each ward 
of the Probate Court.
