Ayes a l l  - nays 
none. Motion carried and the Committee report follows: 

A t  a meeting of the Budget Committee held on Tuesday, December 27, 1966, the following ccmmittee 
members were present : 

Beaubien-Chairman, Levine, Back, Xnwood, Buss, Okros, Beck, Ryan, Underwood, Valusek, Waterman 
and Bonior . 
The Chairman opened the meeting a t  lO:O5 A.M., as  the o f f i c i a l  Public Hearing on the budget fo r  
1967. The hearing was advertised as required by Statute. 

M r .  Carl Brandenburg, Supervisor of Chesterfield Township, appeared before the Committee t o  dis-  
cuss the request f o r  an appropriation for  the Traffic Safety Association. M r .  Brandenburg was 
advised tha t  the Camnittee had considered the request fo r  an appropriation. No action was taken, 
pending the receipt of additional information, such as  the amount of money raised by private 
contributions and also the amount of the proposed budget and a summary of some of the ac t iv i t ies .  

Mr. Brandenburg presented t o  the cciumittee a summary of ac t iv i t ies .  The committee s tated they 
would take action after the receipt of the requested budget information. 

No other indidduals  appeared before the Committee. 

The follarlng corrections should be made i n  the printed budget fo r  1967: 

Page 2 of l e t t e r ,  under "sick Leave1', second paragraph a f t e r  the word "5 years" should be in-  
serted "of continuous service". 

Third paragraph, a f t e r  "continuous service", the following should be deleted "and not e l ig ib le  
f o r  retirement". 

Page 18, Equalization Department. Item No. 1, Tax Consultant, should be changed t o  Director. 

Salary under 1966 column instead of $13,000.00 should be $13,500.00. 

I n  the 1967 column, the following classifications changes should be made: 

General Clerk IV t o  V 
General Clerk I1 t o  I11 

General Clerk I11 t o  I V  
Typist Clerk I1 t o  I11 

These changes do not a f fec t  the amount i n  the 1967 Budget. 

Page 28, Prosecuting Attorney. In 1967 budget column, Assistant I, change number 6 t o  7. 
Total employees should be 37. The amount of dollars i n  the budget i s  correct. 

Page 32, Sheriff Department. Salary under 1966 budget fo r  Sheriff should be $16,500.00 in-  
stead of $16,000.00. 

CM'ITEE RECOMMENDATION: A motion was made by Buss, supported by Underwood, tha t  a l l  full time 
employees be expected t o  devote the ent i re  normal working day on county function and tha t  there 
be no outside ac t iv i t i e s  scheduled during working hours. Motion carried. ' 

The following policy recamended fo r  County Employees was approved: 

As reccaumended, i f  any emplayee wishes t o  attend conferences, meetings or  any other ac t iv i t i e s  
other than those related t o  h is  county position, the time required should be approved by the 
department head o r  a committee of the Board and the time off charged t o  Annual Leave and or  
regular canpensation. 

It was reported t o  the cami t t ee  tha t  the recarrmendation of the Legislative Committee fo r  a 
Steno Clerk fo r  the Federal Aid Coordinator was not acted upon. The committee tabled the 
request u n t i l  a report on the evaluation of the position is received from the Legislative Com- 
mittee.

The Chairman s ta ted 
t h a t  t h i s  was an h i s t o r i c a l  day f o r  Macomb County as  they had successfully negotiated with three d i f fe ren t  labor 
unions. He canmended Mr. Zacharzewski f o r  a job well done and called upon M r .  Charles Beaubien t o  present the 
budget t o  the Board. M r .  Beaubien expressed his appreciation t o  the  Labor Comittee f o r  obtaining three labor 
contracts; t o  M r .  Zacharzewski and M r .  Bennett f o r  t h e i r  research ELnd help; t o  Mr. Buss f o r  h i s  hard labor on 
reclass i f icat ion requests and sa la ry  adjustments and t o  each member of t he  Budget Camnittee. After some discussion, 
motion was made by Evans, supported by Alsip, t h a t  the 1967 Recanmended Budget be approved. On r o l l  c a l l  vote 
there were fifty-seven (57) ayes and no (0)  nays and the  budget was approved. 

A motion was made by Stark, supported by Waterman, t ha t  County Offices be closed a t  noon on Friday, 
December 30, 1966. Ayes a l l  - nays none. Motion carried. 

The Chairman announced tha t  the  S ta te  Association of Supervisors Annual Conference w i l l  be held a t  Lansing, 
Michigan on January 17, 18 & 19, 1967, and asked those planning t o  attend t o  contact M r .  Sherwood Bennett about 
reservations. 

RESOUrrrION NO. 881 

The Clerk read the  report  of the  D.P.W. Carrmittee meeting held on December 28, 1966 and the  Chairman 
called upon M r .  Thomas T d n s o n ,  Chairman of t he  Camnittee, t o  bring the  members up t o  da te  on the  sewage problem 
i n  Maccmb County. Mr. TcPnlinson then cal led upon Mr. Thomas Welsh, Drain CcPmaissioner, t o  explain the contract 
with the  City of Detroit  t o  take care of sewage frm the communities i n  Macomb County. M r .  Welsh explained tha t  
Macmb County would have t o  work out an agreement with each community t o  par t ic ipate  i n  t h i s  contract and, u n t i l  
t ha t  time, there  w a s  nothing binding on the  County i n  the  contract. M r .  Blanberg explained tha t ,  i f  t h i s  contract 
is approved, a subcamnittee must go i n t o  each community t o  work out a contract with them, He added t h a t  u n t i l  the  
County gets a suf f ic ien t  number of communities t o  par t ic ipate  i n  this program, they do not have t o  do anything and 
t h a t  no c m u n i t y  can be bound by the contract until they make an agreement with the  County. Motion was d e  by 
Shaw, supported by Bade, t h a t  the matter be tabled u n t i l  the  next meeting of the  Board t o  give the  c i t y  attorneys 
time t o  study the  matter. After d5scussion, a r o l l  c a l l  vote was taken. There were ten  (10) ayes and forty-one 
(41) nays and the  motion t o  tab le  was defeated. The Chairman s ta ted t h a t  the  County is t rying t o  get  the sewer ban 
l i f t e d  and tha t  t h i s  action is  just  an expression of in ten t  and seems l i k e  the  most feas ib le  answer t o  the  problem. 
After fukther discussion, motion was made by Valusek, supported by Back, t h a t  the  Resolution ident i f ied  as  Exhibit 
"AA" as par t  of t he  contract be adopted and tha t  the  Carrmittee report  be received, f i l e d  and recanmendations adopted. 
On r o l l  c a l l  vote there  were forty-three (43) ayes and seven (7)  nays and the  motion carried. The Camnittee report  
f olluws :
