The cost of the transformer and necessary lines
is $5,500.00.

Engineer Anderson outlined to the Committee the need for road repair and stated that it would
require a substantial loan to do this work, Because of the severe winter and increased traffic
problems, the repairs cannot wait until money becomes available through regular sources.
